Speakers at a seminar on
Sunday said digital preserva-
tion is a principal consider-
ation in digital library devel-
opment in the wider Asian

the seminar on 'issues in |

digital preservation in Asian
digital libraries' was organised
by East West University (EWU)
Library at its main campus in
the city.

EWU Vice Chancellor (act-
ing) Prof Muniruddin Ahmed
inaugurated the seminar
where two professors of School
of Information Management at
Victoria University Wellington
in New Zealand -- Prof GE
Gorman and Dr Daniel G
Dorner -- took part as the
IeSOUICE PEISONS.

The speakers said there
appear to be a lack of synergy
between what 'should be' or
'might be' and what 'is' in
terms of attention paid to
digital preservation as an
integral component in digital
library development in most
parts of Asia.

The seminar outlined the
principal issues faced by
digital preservationists,
including access, use, content,
selection and systems. It
included discussion of social
equity in terms of access and
use, and significance as a key
criterion in selection for digi-
tal preservation.
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
