Labs and Amenities

EWU provides its student with a clean,
spacious and fully air-conditioned campus
fitted with modern facilities, All classrooms
have overhead projectors for the benefit of
both teachers and students. EWU also has
four state-of-the-art computer labs, a
Digital System Lab and a Physics Lab. In
addition, the English Department has a
Language Laboratory to facilitate the
learning of English.

A Career Counseling Center provides
proper guidance to students about their
career plans. The center maintains liaison
with prospective employers and arranges
internships and part-time jobs for students.

A Software Development Center, catering
particularly for the students of the
Computer Science and Engineering
Department, helps students in software
development and in finding on and off
campus jobs. A number of leading
Multinational Banks, NGOs and a Ministry
of the Government are already using
software developed by the students of East
West University.

The Medical Center, attended by full-time
doctors, provides health services for
everyone in the university.

Recently, Center for Research in Business
Economics and Technology (CERBET) has
been set up to facilitate research by facuin
members of the university.
