The Convocation 
The convocation, a long estab li shed tradit ion in 
universit ies all over the world, is a great celebration 

observed by academia where degree candidates 
are presented by the un iversity faculty and 
administrat ion to the degree awarding body of the 
un ivers ity and where deg rees are ceremonially 
awarded. The Chancellor of the Un ivers ity heads 

t his body a nd confe rs t he deg ree as 
recommended. 

Degree Awarding Authority 
The Chancellor or when authorized by the Vice 
Chancellor or any other appropriate person 
confers Degrees to the graduating candidates on 
approva l/recommendat ion by the Academic 
Counci l of the Universi ty headed by the Vice 
Chancel lor. 

The Academic Procession 
The Academic Procession is an essential part of 
convocations all around the world. It is a colorful 
but solemn event where graduating students, 
faculty members, members of the Academic 
Council, members of the Board of Directors, and 
senior administra t ive staff of t he un ivers ity 
participate. 

The part icipants in t heir ceremonial dress join the 
convocation procession and enter the convocation 
hall. The Convocation Marshal leads the procession 
into the hal l.The degree candidates take their seats 
in an area of the hall reserved for them. 

Faculty members join the procession in ascending 
order of seniorit y. They enter the hall and take their 
seats alongside the degree candidates. They are 
followed by the members of the Academic Council. 
The Chancellor in the process ion preceded by the 
Education Minister, the President of the Board of 
Directors, th e Vice Chance ll or, the Pro Vice 
Chancell or, t he Convocat ion Spea ker and the 
members of the Board of Directors of East West 
Un iversity, enters last in the Convocation Ha ll. 
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Once the procession has reached the designated 
area and all are in place, the formal convocation 
ceremony begins. The Vice Chancellor, President, 
Board of Directors and Convocation Speaker 
deliver their speec hes. Then the g raduat ing 
candidates are presented to the Chancellor for the 
conferment of degrees. Special Awards and Gold 
Medals for academic achievements are also 
awarded at th is time. A studen t selected from 
amongst the graduating class as the Va led ictorian 
addresses the gath ering; the Education Minister 
then delivers his address. Finally, the Honorable 
Chancel lor of the Universi ty add resses the 
Convocation. The Convocation Marshal conducts 
the sequences of the entire session. 

At the conclusion of the ceremony, the Chancellor, 
the Education Minister, the President of the Board 
of Directors, Vice Chancellor of East West Universi ty 
and ot her dignitaries leave the site of the 
ceremony in procession, followed by faculty 
members and graduat ing students. The ceremony 
concludes when the procession departs from the 
hall. 

Academic Apparel 
The academic apparel of East West Un iversity has 
been specially designed in line with the academic 
regalia used in most American and 
Commonwealth universities. The gowns worn by 
part icipants are generally black, but their designs 
vary. The different colors of the tassels and the 
hoods dist inguish faculty members of one 
department from those of other departments. 

The hood, which resembles the medieval cowl, is 
the most distinctive featu re of the academ ic 
rega lia. Its satin panel is visible from t he front and 
indicates the general field of a deg ree by its color. 

The Convocat ion apparel for all bachelor degree 
candidates is black and they don black square 
morta rboards on t hei r heads. The colors of the 
tassels on their mortarboards ind icate their fields 
of study_

The tempora ry ca mpus is located at 41 , 43, 
44,45, 46 and 49 Mohakhali CIA, Dhaka. It 
consists of 6 (six) buildings-3 (three) twelve­
sto ried, 1 (one) fifteen-storied, 1 (one) 
seven-storied and 1 (one) six-storied with 
approximately 1,85,240 (one lakh eighty­
fi ve thousand two hundred and forty) sq.ft.

Electrical Circuits and Machines Lab: This 
lab has state-of-the-art Lab-Vo lt electro' 
mechanica l tra ining systems that can be 
used to carry out experimen ts on DC 
machines, transformers, induction motors, 
and synchronous mach ines, Th is laboratory 
also has inductor, capacitor, and resi stor 
banks, sing le and th ree-phase variable AC 
power sources, DC power supp li es, 
oscil loscopes, signal generators and various 
types of measuring instruments to enable 
students to conduct experiments on 
electrical circu its. In addition, the electrical 
circuits and machines laboratory houses 
modern high'frequency signa l generators, 
hig h-frequency digital storage 
oscil loscopes, true RMS (AC+DC) volt and 
current meters, and a LCR meter w ith 
computer interface to faci litate research" 

Electronics Lab: Wo rk related to electroni cs 
and power electronics courses is performed 
in thi s lab" It is equipped with modern 
d igital storage oscilloscopes, analog and 
d igital trainer boards, signal generators, DC 
power supply and al l types of IC chips, 
sma ll-signal MOSFETs, BJTs and other 
semiconductor devices. 
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Switchgear and Control Systems Lab: 
Experiments and project wo rks on 
switchgear, controls and data acqu isiti on 
are done in this lab. The lab has fi ve sets of 
ADVANTECH data acqu isition cards ru n by 
dual-core com puters to detect various 
types of electri cal faults and subsequent 
operations of relays on custom-made fault 
simulation boa rds. Thi s lab also houses five 
sets of Siemens PLC (S7-1200) with 
necessary input/ou tput modules and 
proprietary computer interface softwa re 
tools. PLC sets are used to train students on 
modern industrial control systems. 

VLSI Lab: Design and simulation type lab 
work is performed in the VLSI Lab. It has 
more than 40 state-of-the-art dual co re 
wo rkstations and 2 servers runn ing on both 
MS Windows and Linux platforms. A w ide 
range of eng ineering and design software 
too ls, including ADS, MAGIC, HSPICE, 
ANSOFT, MATLAB, PSPICE, etc. are available 
in t hi s lab. ADS, MAGIC and HSPICE are 
advanced industry standard EDA tools used 
in design and research wo rldwide. 

Software Engineering Lab: The Software 
Eng ineering Lab is equipped w ith a HP 
Server, 30 Lenovo desktop computers, and a 
mu lt imed ia projector. All the computers of 
the lab are networked using CISCO 
switches. The lab provides a range of 
software to support lab classes and 
research wo rks in the broad f ield of 
Software Systems including programming, 
data ba se system s, information system 
design, software engineerin g, computer 
networki ng, and high-performa nce 
simulation and modeling. 

Digital Systems Lab: The Digital Systems 
Lab is equipped wi th instrumen ts that 
range f rom digital storage osc ill oscopes, 
d igi tal traine r boards, micro-controllers, 
interfacing adapters, data acquisition cards 
and other supporting peripherals. It al so 
provides hardware devices for.FPGA design. 
Projects re lated to digital logic design, 
computer interfa ces and embedded 
systems are pu rsued in this lab. 
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Telecommunication Lab: The purpose of 
the Telecommunication Lab is primarily to 
offer hands-on experience to students for 
t raini ng and resea rch by provid ing them 
scope for practi ca l demonstrations and 
enabling exerc ises for courses in 
communicat ions. The TI MS equipment set 
constitutes an important part of this lab. 
This set consists of TIMS-301 basic system, 
PC ba sed virtual in st ruments, TIM S­
Interactices for simulation, and Emona TIMS 
advanced modules. The lab also contains 
microwave trainers, DSP trainers, ce llular 
mobile tra in ers, ana log communication 
tra iners, digital communication trainers and 
optical fiber communication trainers. The 
university is in the process of procuring 
additi ona l equ ipments for experim ents in 
RF, anten na and microwave, and 
tel ecom munication switching and 
signaling. 

Computer Communications and 
Networking Lab : This lab has been 
estab lished recently. It is equipped with one 
high performance server, twenty work 
stations, switches, routers, networking kits, 
radio equipment for short distance indoor 
and outdoor wireless networks, point-point 
XDSLIVDSL/ HDSL and other supporting 
instruments. 

Physics Lab : Th e Physics Laboratory is 
equipped wi th modern instruments for 
carryi ng out everyday physics experiments. 
The dark room facil ity helps students in 
carrying out optical experiments.

Student Welfare Activities (SWA) 
The primary objective of the Student 
Welfare Activities (SWA) office is to 
emphasize the wholeness of the university 
experience through synchronized 
development of body, mind and spirit. It 
emphasizes enhancing student experience 
through 'out of classroom learning' and 
through co-curricu lar programs. More 
specifically the objectives of this office are 
as fo llows: 

o Relating with student bodies at national 
and internationa l level. 

o Providing opportunities for community 
service activities. 

o Creating an environment for 
participation in co-curricular activities. 
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themselves but to use a good part of its 
operating surplus towards nurturing merit 
and providing financ ial support to students 
in need. In the last twe lve yea rs, the 
sch olarship and financial aid pol icy adopted 
by East West Un iversity has become a 
source of great encouragement to 
mer itorious but financially constrained 
students. The academic world has greeted 
this po licy pursued by East West University 
enthusiast ically. 

Benef its to st udents are awarded in the 
fo llowi ng forms: 

1. Merit Scholarships 
EWU has generous mer i t 
scholarships / financial aid programs. The 
sum of Taka 2,89,54,256 (two crore eighty· 
nine lakh fifty·four thousand two hundred 
and fifty six) on ly was awarded to 903 
students in 2009. Full -year tuition waiver 
merit scho larships (for a maximum of one· 
fourth of the tota l credit requirement of the 
program for undergraduate students) are 
awarded to: 

(i) Top sco rers in the undergraduate 
admission test w ith a min im um score of 
75% marks: three (3) from the Faculty of 
Bus iness and Economics, and one (1) each 
from the Faculty of Sciences & Engineering 
and the Facu lty of Libera l Arts and Soc ial 
Sciences. Top scorers in the graduate 
adm iss ion test w ith a min imum score of 
75% marks: one each in MBA and 
Telecommunication Engineering, provided 
that at least 20 students get admitted to the 
program. 

(i i) Candidates securing GPA 5.00 (exclud ing 
4th subject) in both SSC and HSC (in the 
most recent relevant exam ination year); 

(ii i) Students securing GPA 5.00 in t he most 
recent HSC Examination (this will be 
app licable only for six students from six 
d ivisions who are from poor f inancial 
background); The continuation of thi s 
scholarsh ip is contingent upon mainta ining 
a minimum CGPA of 3.00 and abid ing by 
the rules and regulations and University's 
Code of Conduct for students at al l time. 
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(iv) Candidates securing 7 (seven) A's in '0' 
Level Exa mination (at one sitt ing) and 3 
(three) A's in 'A' Level Examination (i n one 
yea r) w il l be awarded 100% Merit 
Scholarship at entry level for 4 years subject 
to maintenance of GPA 3.50 in each 
semester; 

(v) A committee wi ll assess and recommend 
for scholarship/ financial aid ete. for foreign 
students and students from other systems. 

(vi) Top 10% students (10% of the actua l 
number of students of each batch of each 
department enrolled during the immediate 
past year/ two semesters for one yea r 
programs, wh ichever is appl ica ble) of each 
batch of each department of 
undergraduate programs who have 
completed at least one-fou rth of the total 
credit requ irement of the program during 
the immediate past year with a CGPA of 
3.97 and above wi ll get full -tui tion free 
Merit Scholarship for equal number of 
credits to be adjusted in th e next three 
consecutive semesters and those with CGPA 
of 3.90 to CGPA 3.96 will get half-tuition free 
Merit Scholarsh ip for equa l number of 
credits to be adjusted in the next three 
consecutive semesters. 

In cases of a batch where 6 or less students 
fulfill th e scholarsh ip requ irement (i.e., 
completed at least one-fourth of th e 
degree requirement with a CGPA of 3.90 or 
better), on ly the top student w ill be 
entitled to rece ive one scholarship. The 
award wi ll go to the best performer among 
students securing CGPA 3.90 or better. For 
ca lculation of the number of scholarships 
in each batch, the number wi ll be rounded 
up if the fra ction is 0.5 or above. Merit 
Scholarships are extendable, subject to 

fulfillment of requirement (vi) above. To 
avail Merit Scholarships undergraduate 
students must register for at least three 
courses (9 credits) in each semester. (For 
the stud ents of B.Pharm. this requirement 
is at least five courses) The Merit 
Scho larship wi ll be discontinued if any 
student of the undergrad uate or graduate 
program violates 'the East West University 
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Discipl inary Code for students ' and/ or if 
hi s/her CGPA fall s below 3.50. To be eli gible 
for Meri t Scholarsh ip/F inancial Aid a 
student of Underg raduate Program must 
ea rn cred its as mentioned in th e tab le 
below, in the last three consecutive 
semesters:

2. Directors' Scholarships 
Each of the fifteen Founder Directors of the 
university, at a point of time, awards two 
ful l-tuition scholarships to two students or 
splits the scholarsh ips into half or quarter 
tuition waiver/ scholarships. Th is is 
renewable at the discretion of the Founder 
Director concerned unless the recipient 
scholar performs poorly. 

3. Financial Aid 
(a) General 
At the begi nning of each semester, the 
university considers app lications on 
prescribed forms for th e granting of 
f inancia l aid to deserving students on a 
need-cum-merit basis. Undergraduate 
applicants who have completed at least 
one-fou rth of the total credit requirement 
of the program during the immediate past 
year with a minimum prescribed CGPA of 
2.70 and with demonstrated financial need 
are offered financial assistance to cover part 
of the tuition fees. The actual amount 
depends on the number of applicants and 
the avai lability of funds. This is by far the 
largest component of the funding support 
both in terms of the amount of money as 
well as the number of recipients. Financial 
assistance is also extendable on fu lfillment 
of the above requirements. 
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The candidate must qua lify in the EWU 

admission test; the candidate must provide 
proof that his/her parent was a freedom 

fighte r. The Tuition Fee waiver as above will 

then be continued provi ded that the CGPA 

in each semester remains 2.70 or more. 

To avail financial aid, undergraduate 

students must register for at least three 

courses (9 credits) in each semester. (For the 

students of B.Pharm. this requirement is at 
least five courses) Financial Aid is 

discont inued if any student of 

undergraduate or graduate program 
violates the East West University 

Disciplinary Code for students and/ or if 

his/her CGPA falls below 2.70. The same is 
applicable for the beneficiaries of siblings 

and other simi lar cases and for Freedom 
Fighters' Scholarship. 

4, The Medha Lalon Fund 

In order to be able to extend further 
sup port towards nurturing merit, 

particul arly to students from middle-cla ss 

background, to femal e students, and to 

students from outside the metropolis, the 

Board of Directors of East West University 
set up in 2002 a scheme ca lled the East 

West University Medha Lalon Fund with an 

initi al endowment of Taka one and a half 

crore. The Board has also sanctioned an 

amount of Taka one crore thirty lakhs from 

the operating surplus of the university for 

the Fund. This is in addi tion to the 

di sbursement each year on regular 

components such as the meri t scholarships 

and financial aid. Several philanthropic 

persons/organization s have contributed a 

combined amount of Taka twenty-seven 
and a half lakh to the Medha Lalon Fund. 

This need-cum-merit based financial aid is 

awarded from the annual earnings of the 

East West University Medha Lalon Fund 

deposited in a lucrative five-year interest 

earning Scholarship Deposit Account of 

Mercantile Bank.
