CDA takes
an explicit position and iries to describe and explain 'horv power abuse is enacted,
reprodlrced or legitimised b) the rext and talk ofdominanl groups or institutions' (van Dijk.
1996: 84). Such CDA can be applied in societies whcre it is possiblc to be highly critical of
people in positions ofpo$er and focus on issues that may be poliiical in intent or sensitive in
nature. However, in socielies that arc govemed top down or are sensitive to various social
concems, it is challenging to lake an explicit posiiion and focus on various socio-cultural or
socio-political issues. as \\ell as issues that al€ considered taboo. The appropriacy and
applicability of the one'size-fits-all CDA in Eastem societies may need to be reoriented ilr
terms ofthe conte\tual social-cLrltLrral, socio-political and socio-economic milieu.

This learning process is creati\e and rctlccli\e and attempls to
address the context and cnvironment.
