Fornler Bangladesh Bank 
governor Dr Mohammed 
Farashuddin said Saturday 
that unequal distribution of 
resources is a major concern 
for Bangladesh as about 37 
per cent resources go to 
only 10 per cent people. 

Stressing the need for rais­
ing the munber of taxpayers, 
he said that only 1.0 million 
people in the cOlmtry are 
paying taxes although many 
more are eligible for it.
